
The Fred Freelantz Scholarship is a monetary award of $1500 upon completion of a 6-week internship  

with an advertising agency, photography studio or other company related directly to the field of advertising. 

Selection of the company is dependant upon availability and determined upon the student’s areas of 

interest and by the Board of Directors of AAF Roanoke. The student must be in good academic standing 

and be currently completing undergraduate or graduate studies at a college or university. For questions 

or further information regarding the scholarship or the restrictions, please contact Ananda Young at 

540.345.8552 or ayoung@franklcreative.com. 

Rules and restrictions:

1. �The Advertising Federation will not accept applications from previous recipients of the Fred  

Freelantz Scholarship. 

2. �The winner of the Fred Freelantz Scholarship MUST commit to 6 weeks/10-15 hours per week for  

the internship (or a total of at least 60 hours). Failure to complete the internship hourly requirements  

will result in non-payment of the Fred Freelantz Scholarship award. 

3. �The Fred Freelantz scholarship will be made payable to the college or university upon completion  

of the minimum hourly requirements of the internship. Checks will not be made payable directly  

to the student. 

4. �Payment of the Fred Freelantz scholarship will not be paid out in the event the student is disorderly,  

is repeatedly tardy, or does not give proper, professional attention to the internship during the  

duration. Interviews will be made at the participating company during the internship and upon 

completion to discuss the student’s behavior and status. 

5. �The Fred Freelantz scholarship and internship award is an annual opportunity, and is restricted  

to one recipient per year. If no qualified applicants apply, a scholarship may not be awarded. 

6. Applicants must be currently completing undergraduate or graduate studies at a college or university. 

7. Partial or incomplete applications will not be accepted.
